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As we begin another Liturgical Year, our thoughts turn toward the celebration of the feast of the Nativity of our Divine Savior and of the many important mysteries which surround that blessed event. One cannot help but await with joy the time when we will be gathered around the altar at Holy Mass on Christmas Day to listen to the events surrounding the birth of Jesus Christ told over the course of three Masses, beginning with the visit of the angels to the shepherds, and concluding with the reflection of the coming of the Three Wise Men. But, none of these considerations matches the special favor of having the same Lord and Savior of the Gospels born into our hearts on Christmas Day, when we receive Him in Holy Communion. May He reign there forever as a King upon His royal throne!


   The Incarnation is an essential mystery of our Holy Faith. Through it we understand the Divine Plan for our Redemption: that God the Son became man so that He might suffer and die, redeeming us from the slavery of the sin of Adam, thus making atonement to His Father for the sins committed by His creatures. Pity those religions who either wait for a Messiah still to come, or fail to acknowledge Jesus Christ in all His splendor as God, and in all His dignity as man. Theirs is truly a hollow form of worship, for they don't know the depth of God's love for us.


   With the Incarnation we also have the comfort of Revelation, the explanation of the Divine Plan by none other than God Himself. After Adam's fall, God not only promised a Redeemer, renewing that promise during a lengthy period of formation and preparation for His Coming, but, when the promise was fulfilled, the Redeemer was none other than Himself. God came personally, to prove His love for us, to offer the only atonement for the sins of men that was befitting the Justice of God, and (more to our point) to teach us directly what He expects of us, both as His creatures and as His children. This is what we understand as Revelation, and its importance should never be minimized. In fact, the proper understanding of the fact of Revelation is essential for us in combatting the false errors of our time.


   You see,  while it is possible for men to learn how to serve the Creator from natural reason alone, yet they still do not know how to serve God as He wishes to be served. Without God speaking to men about that proper form of worship which He has a right to expect from us (He is God, after all!), we are quite capable of developing some very strange practices, all in the name of worship. Therefore, it is both necessary and fitting that God should reveal His Will to us. 


   Before the Redeemer came,  God did reveal Himself and His Divine Plan, yet in an imperfect manner. It wasn't until the coming of Jesus Christ that God taught us, "with no shadow of doubt or alteration," the details of this Plan. He gave us His Church to ensure that all men, until the end of time, would know this Plan, and He made membership in this Church essential as the only means by which the Divine Plan of love and service could be fulfilled. 


   Men can no longer claim ignorance as regards the only and proper manner by which we can love and serve God. In truth, Jesus Christ gave us the sole pathway to His Father, making all other forms of worship that do not conform to this Divine Plan detours away from God — not alternate forms for serving Him. Thus it is well understood that to follow that path made clear by the Revelation of Jesus Christ — obedience to His Will and a denial of our self will  — thus we have very important virtues for us to foster. As Pope Pius XII reminded us in his encyclical Humani Generis (1951): "The truths that have to do with God and the relations between God and men, completely surpass the sensible order and demand self-surrender and self-abnegation in order to be put into practice and to influence practical life." So, the benefits which men experience from Revelation will do them no good until they surrender themselves to these teachings through the Church He founded. What is more, man searches in vain for answers to his spiritual needs if he does so apart from the Revelation of Jesus Christ as explained and preserved by the Roman Catholic Church.


   The foundation of the Church is a great benefit of the Incarnation, arguably as great as that of the Redemption. Without the Church man has often stumbled on the pathway to Heaven simply because he was lacking an infallible guide and a source for spiritual life through the Sacraments. Before the arrival of the God-man, the Israelites certainly had the means wherewith to save their souls, yet they did not have the means of grace and the proofs of God's love and mercy toward them. When God became man, He walked among them, taught them, suffered and died for them, and then established the Church, both as man's infallible guide to salvation, and as the direct means of that grace men need on this earth to be holy. Is it any wonder, then, that the Apostles were commanded to bring all men to the Church that Jesus Christ founded? The Church is the gateway to salvation; without Her and Her guidance no man can be saved.  


   Another very important benefit of the Incarnation was the Divine command given to the Apostles to preach the Gospel, bringing all men to the one, true Faith. Before ascending into Heaven, Jesus commanded His Apostle (and we through them by Baptism) to not leave a stone unturned until the whole world would be brought to salvation through belief in Him and in His Church. To repeat: From all this it follows that all other religions are not the pathway to salvation and personal holiness; the one only religion that fulfills this duty is the Roman Catholic Church.


   This short review of the Divine Plan of our salvation through the Church may seem like a cursory review to most Catholics who read this article. That is fine. This means that you understand the true benefits bestowed on us through the Incarnation of Jesus Christ, the God-man. But there are many Catholics who do not know even these simple truths, or if they do know some of them, they are quite fuzzy as to the their full import . Why? Because they have been bombarded each Sunday, for over thirty years, with the message of the "New Evangelization." The modernist propaganda machine, masquereding as the Church, has caused them to believe a new gospel, substituting it in place of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. Yet, most modern Catholics don't realize that they have been bamboozled, and that is the sad part of this story. While thinking they are doing service to God, in reality they are walking a path different from what He revealed through Jesus Christ. In short, they are walking a false path.





The New Evangelization In Review


   For centuries, Catholics have understood the term evangelization as the work of all — the clergy, the religious missionaries, and the laity — to preach and practice the Gospel of Jesus Christ as revealed to the Apostles, then faithfully handed down through the Church to us. To evangelize means to preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ so as to convert all men to it. Believer and unbeliever alike must conform his life to this Gospel in order to be saved. 


   Since Catholics have understood this concept, and have worked to implement it since the time of the Apostles, what, then, is this "new evangelization," and why is it emphasized so much today?


   Simply put, the "new evangelization" is that modernist doctrine, constructed at the Second Vatican Council, and promoted among Catholics since then, as the modern method for uniting all men in the same religion, and that religion is not necessarily the Roman Catholic Church. The "new evangelization" follows the doctrine of the modernist gospel: each religion bears within it its own pathway to God. In order for man to achieve peace and unity with his fellow man, they say, all he need understand is the "good" found in each religion, no matter what its doctrine or origin. The "new evangelization" de-emphasizes the importance of Revelation, and all that it implies. To the modern missionary of the new gospel, the traditional understanding of the importance of Revelation is no longer necessary — in fact, it is "divisive," and it is divisive because men, for years, have not "understood" its true nature. Only we, in our modern times, they say, have understood the "gospel" as it was truly preached by the "historical Jesus." Thus, the "new evangelization" is nothing more than a practical implementation of the false doctrine of the Modernists, condemned in 1907 by Pope St. Pius X.





Modern Methods Of Evangelizing


A new gospel demands new methods of teaching it to the masses, and the proponents of the "new evangelization" have perfected their false art. Both in method and in doctrine, the "new evangelization" promotes the modernist spirit.


   •  The "Spirit of Vatican II": To understand what the "spirit of Vatican II" is, one needs to understand this: From the beginning, the gospel of the  "new evangelization" was not meant for the conversion of non-Catholics to Catholicism. Rather, its purpose was to bring Catholics over to an acceptance of the false worship and doctrines of the non-Catholics, pagans and infidels. Since one of the tenants of the "new evangelization" is that we all worship the same God (which, in fact, we don't), then it is not a great stretch for Catholics to accept the notion that "all men are saved" through the death of Jesus Christ. These three errors — that all religions are a pathway to salvation, that we all worship the same God, and that all men are saved — have been pounded into the heads of Catholics since the close of Vatican II. If it is anything that defines the beliefs of the modern Catholic, it is these three simple, erroneous teachings as found in the Council documents. The modernist "missionaries" heard the clarion call of the modernists and went forth after the Council to every Catholic pulpit throughout the world, teaching the people a new way to believe that was more "in keeping with the times." Thus the "spirit of Vatican II" went forth everywhere in a short period of time, and the True Faith has been nearly obliterated from earth.


   • The "New Mass" of the "New Gospel": Since doctrines we believe are expressed in the manner in which we worship, the modernist "missionaries" knew that the simple preaching of the "new evangelization" would not be enough; the people would have to receive increased indoctrination into this false spirit on a daily basis. This came about through the institution of the Novus Ordo Missae. "Previous decrees notwithstanding" (the document announcing the "new mass" began), the old and venerable form of Divine Worship was swept away in true modernist flare in favor of its corrupted and corrupting replacement. The "liturgical prayers" provided by the ICEL does much to teach the central doctrines of the "new evangelization," including among them the importance of man and his works as central figures in the worship of God. Yet, far worse than the  daily inculcation of the modernist spirit was the destruction of the Mass itself. By emphasizing the death of Christ for "all men" in the new form for the consecration of the wine, the modernists succeeded in stopping transubstantiation from ever taking place simply because the form for the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist — handed down from Christ to the Apostles to us, as Pope Innocent II has said — was mutilated to the point that it no longer reflected the words of Jesus Christ when He instituted it. Therefore, not only have Catholics been praying as modernists since the late 60's, but they have not been assisting at Mass, nor receiving Holy Communion. In other words, they have not been worshipping as Catholics, and the graces they need to combat the modern errors are not there in abundance.


   • The "New Code of Canon Law": In 1917, the Code of Canon Law was promulgated after years of compiling the ancient teachings of the Church, Her canonists, theologians, scholastics, Doctors, Councils, etc. as a means of safeguarding the purity of Catholic Faith in the discipline of practice. In 1983, much of the key safeguards for a "Catholic-only" form of worship have been replaced, putting into effect a law that promotes the errors of the "new evangelization." For example: in the 1983 Code, Canon 844 allows for the "eucharist" to be given to non-Catholics (more than "allows": the priest must do this), and Catholics are allowed to receive the modern "sacraments" from "non-catholic ministers" . . . "whenever necessity requires or a genuine spiritual advantage commends it."  But how could this happen? Well, the spirit of the "new Code"  (especially the interpretations of Canons 204 and 751) is one of general acceptance of all "Christian" religions as means of salvation. According to the modernist teaching, the "Church of Jesus Christ" merely "subsists in" the Catholic Church (Lumen Gentium, 8 and Dominus Jesus), it is not found only in the Catholic Church. And this is but one corrupted doctrine as found in the "new Code" . . . .


   • A "new papacy" for the "People of God": The apostolic doctrine that the pope, the Vicar of Christ, is the sole head of the Church, which all are bound to obey, has long been attacked by enemies of the Church. It has been a stumbling block for those prideful souls who do not accept the leadership of the Church as Christ instituted it. The modernists are quite tired of having to defend this doctrine, and so they instituted a new concept known as collegiality to get Catholics accepting the notion that the pope rules the Church in union with the bishops, not by himself. At two synodal meetings held in Rome this year, the doctrine of the papal primacy has come under further attack by the mere fact that discussion has been allowed on this topic. It is an error of the modernists that there are no lasting dogmas, but that they can evolve with time. When the members of these synods discussed an established doctrine (which is of divine and Catholic faith, by the way), they exposed their modernists beliefs, leading to the extreme likelihood that this doctrine will be changed to suit modern man before too much longer.


   • A "new plan for peace": It is the teaching of the Gospels (capital "G") that Jesus Christ is the "Prince of Peace," and that the only pathway to peace is to the acceptance by all men of the reign of Jesus Christ over their hearts and souls. The modernists have re-explained this doctrine according to the gospel (small "g") of the "new evangelization." Instead of placing all hope for peace in Jesus Christ, the modern "missionaries" have held out to us that the last "hope for peace" among modern men is to be found in the United Nations: an atheistic, immoral organization that promotes doctrines contrary to the Divine and Natural Laws, including (but not limited to) the insistence of the laws promoting birth control in all nations under their care. How can Catholics dare to attempt to replace the Son of God with the children of the Son of Perdition?


   • A "new spirit of compassion": The modernist "missionaries"  no longer work in foreign lands to convert the unbeliever to the Gospel. Rather, their labor is centered on the human acts of kindness for men first, inculcating a social gospel in place of the True Gospel. His spiritual needs, if found to be important, come later. Closely aligned to this "new compassion" is a new spirit of humility in that the modernist hierarchy eagerly "apologizes" to mission countries (including Communist China most recently), to false religions, and to anyone else that Catholics may have "offended" by attempting to convert their members, turning them from their false religions to the one, True Church of Jesus Christ.


   The church of Vatican II is a new church, with a new gospel all its own. True Catholics know that they should have no part with such a religion, for we cannot abide with evil.
